Public Notice of Final Action to Reword State Plan for Covered Outpatient Drugs

The South Carolina Department of Health and Human Services (SCDHHS) gives notice of the following
action regarding the rewording for coverage of outpatient drugs under the State Plan under Title XIX of
the Social Security Act Medical Assistance Program (Medicaid).

The Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) reviewed SCDHHS’ State Plan and requested
rewording of excluded drugs that are covered by SCDHHS. These drug categories include weight loss
medications, prescription vitamins and minerals and nonprescription drugs.

Effective on orafterJan. 1, 2024, SCDHHS will update the State Plan to reflect the suggested wording from
CMS in its covered outpatient drug section.

Based onthe action above, SCDHHS anticipates noimpact on the pharmacy benefit fee-for-service budget.
These changesin the State Plan only correct the wording of policy. The reimbursement methodologyfor
these drug categories will remain consistent with current policy.
